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         HANDICAP RULES
At the start of the new season we have now introduced a new handicap system for the cutting/increasing of handicaps depending on scores at each of the 4 courses played that year.  The new system now has a buffer control system with the categories for each handicap listed below: -

Category 1
Buffer Zone
Adjustment Factor


1-5 (handicap)
1
0.1

6-10 (handicap)
2
0.2

11-19 (handicap)
3
0.5
Anyone winning the morning round with a handicap of 8 as an example, and is under par by 2 shots, their handicap will be cut by 0.4 shots (2 x 0.2).  All other players even if they are under par on that particular day in the morning will also be cut by the designated buffer zone category.  All players over par and not winning the morning round will have their handicap increased by a maximum of 0.1 if outwith the buffer zone and over par.  Any player winning the morning round and coming in with an over par round will be adjusted according to the buffer category, and anyone over par but within their buffer category will stay the same handicap.
This rule also now applies to the Stableford competition.

Hope that makes sense.

The table below show a working example of this with say everyone hitting par on all holes in the Medal

and then again with everyone hitting 1 over on all holes in the Stableford
